ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING
MINUTES

JUNE 13, 1994
5:30 P.M.
DALLAS CONVENTION CENTER
ROOM 262

The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Ms. Sue Stanley and she
asked Mr. Paul Newman to offer the invocation.

ESTABLISHMENT OF A QUORUM

Ms. Stanley reported that a quorum was present at the meeting. The
required attendance to establish a quorum was 140 and there were 191 certified
athletic trainers in attendance.

READING OF THE MINUTES

Mr. Jack Redgren made a motion to dispense with the reading of the
minutes. Mr. Mike Roberts seconded the motion.
No discussion followed and the motion passed by unanimous voice vote.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Ms. Stanley introduced Mr. Benny Vaughn, the program manager for
Athletic Services of the Atlanta Committee for the Olympic Games. He reported
that his responsibilities include insuring that there will be enough athletic
trainers, massage therapists, physical therapists, physician's assistants,
chiropractors, etc.

Mr. Vaughn stated that he was there to provide an initial questionnaire
to anyone in District IX who might be interested in volunteering athletic
training services not only for 1996 but during the next two years at several
test events in and around the Atlanta area. He reported that the
questionnaire that was distributed was designed to identify athletic trainers
who have an interest in volunteering but that it was not an official games
application and does not guarantee anyone anything for the Games. He stated
that this information would go into a data base from which names would be
selected for a Games Application. Mr. Vaughn reported that his goal is to
identify athletic trainers in the Atlanta area, Georgia and the Southeast who
would be willing to assist with the games.

Mr. Vaughn was asked if the questionnaire was designed for the Olympic
Games and the Para-Olympic Games. He reported that it was primarily designed
for the Olympic games.

Ms. Stanley thanked Cramer Products for providing District IX with the
refreshments at the District Meeting.
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Ms. Stanley expressed the District's gratitude to Mr. Ron Courson for
his hard work with the District IX Newsletter. She reported that Mr. Courson
would not be generating the Newsletter any longer. Mr. Ed Evans of Northwest
Louisiana will be generating future editions of the Newsletter.

It was announced that there is now an athletic trainer in the National
Office. Susan Kromer has been employed as the membership coordinator.

Ms. Stanley expressed personal as well as District-wide gratitude to Mr.
Jerry Robertson for the job he did while serving as Executive Director. She
commended Mr. Robertson for reflecting the District's wishes in voting on
issues brought to the Board.

FINANCIAL REPORT

Mr. Chuck Kimmel was asked to provide the membership with a financial
report.

Mr. Kimmel reported that the fund balance for the District as of
December 31, 1993 was $80,736.35. To further update the members on the
current fund balance, Mr. Kimmel reported that the District had $80,574.28 in
the bank plus $20,000 in certificates of deposit with total assets just over
$100,000 and no current long term liabilities.

Mr. Kimmel welcomed questions from the floor regarding the financial
report. There were no questions from the floor.

OLD BUSINESS
DIRECTOR'S REPORT

Mr. Jim Gallaspy presented Mr. Ron Courson with a gift from the 1994
SEATA Meeting in Atlanta for his work with the Basic Trauma Life Support
program held in conjunction with the meeting.

Mr. Gallaspy reviewed actions that had taken place in Dallas at the
Board Meetings.

Monies in the area of Graduate and Minority Scholarships that the pro
society of the National Football League had previously been administering will
now be administered by the Grants and Scholarship Foundation of the NATA.

Mr. Gallaspy reported that the lawsuit with the American Athletic
Trainers' Association is concluded. The NATA will be paid $6,000 per month
for six months to pay for legal fees. He asked that if the membership of
District IX hears of any activity that the AATA is doing to please inform Mr.
Gallaspy or the National Office.

He reported that many topics covered in the Board Meetings dealt with
health care. He reported that all states presidents received in their
Governmental Affairs packet a letter that is designed to notify lobbyists
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with. The Board was informed that it was time to contact Congressmen about
health care reform. Mr. Gallaspy offered to send a copy of this letter to any
member requesting it for their use.

The statement was accepted on bloodborne pathogens as a working
document. It was sent to committee chairs and legal counsel for review. Mr.
Gallaspy reported that by December the NATA may have a Position Statement as
it relates to bloodborne pathogens.

The Vice-President for the 1994-1995 year is Mr. Horace Bradley from
District III.

Mr. Gallaspy reported that the NATA, the Sports Physical Therapy section
of the American Physical Therapy Association and the United States Sports
Olympic Committee will jointly sponsor a meeting on February 4 and 5, 1995.
The site for this meeting will be announced at a later date.

The Board voted, as of August 31, 1996, that graduates of NATA approved
graduate programs to be considered as eligible to take the NATA Certification
Examination. He explained that this means that if a person is applying to an
NATA approved graduate program, they would have to be certified or eligible to
be certified at the time of their application.

Mr. Gallaspy welcomed questions from the floor. No questions were
asked.

Mr. Gallaspy concluded his comments with a word of gratitude to Mr.
Jerry Robertson over the last three years.

Mr. Gallaspy introduced Mr. Ron Cunningham from the National Office to
explain the Sponsorship Program of the NATA.

Mr. Cunningham explained that the Sponsorship Program came out of the
efforts of the Board to get the most out of the corporate sponsors.

He reported that the Sponsorship Program has two major objectives.
First, is to raise money for the Association and secondly to use the sponsors
to elevate the visibility and prestige of the athletic training profession.

An official sponsorship program has been set up where the NATA sells to
the sponsors specific rights. Based on their sponsorship they are allowed to
do certain things. It is hoped that the profile of athletic trainers will be
increased based on the increased visibility of the NATA through its sponsors.

Mr. Cunningham further discussed exclusivity and how it relates to the
Districts. The NATA is attempting to get the Districts to also give
exclusivity to the sponsors in specific product categories. Gatorade would be
sports beverage, Johnson & Johnson tape and bandages, Tinactin anti-fungals,
and Tylenol in acetaminophen. It is expected that Tylenol will not renew for
another contract. Exzclusivity means that at meetings there can only be one
official sponsor in these categories.

Mr. Cunningham opened the floor for questions.
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Q. Concerning the terminology official sponsor, how would this affect a
sponsored speaker at a meeting?

A. The key word is "sponsor." If a person came to you to sponsor a
speaker or meal and they were a competitor of an official sponsor, the NATA
would ask you not to allow them to do that. However, if they wish to make
charitable grants or contributions or underwrite a scholarship, we encourage
accepting money for charitable contributions.

Q. Other than Gatorade, for example, we can not go to another sports
drink product to sponsor an event?

A. That is correct. Mr. Cunningham explained that the Board has
approved an allocation of sponsorship funds to the practice setting
committees, Research and Education Foundation, the Districts. He reported
that District IX's allocation is approximately $5,500. The purpose of the
program is to try to get the money down to hands of the members to provide
benefits and member services and to underwrite programs that could be lost
without the sponsorship program.

Q. Is it not true, that what a District could receive from an
independent sponsor would be greater than what we will receive from the
national program?

A. If you look it like that, the answer is yes but what the NATA can
get dollar-wise and what other member services they can provide, then the
answer is no.

Q. What about state organizations?

A. Since the NATA does not have an official relationship with the state
organizations, then they do not apply to this exclusivity.

Q. What about a company that represents several companies, that might
sell several sports drinks, not exclusively Gatorade? Can they give money to
the district?

A. What the NATA is looking at is categories. If a company wanted to
come in and say they are a sponsor but not sponsor as one of the exclusive
categories, then that is not a problem.

Q. What if a factory rep comes in and wants to sponsor something and
they represent some of the NATA's products but the rest of their products are
not NATA products? Gatorade may be one of their products but they may not
sell Johnson & Johnson tape.

A. What we are looking at is brands as opposed to distributors or
individual companies that represent a wide range of products. What would
concern Mr. Cunningham is a competitor of Johnson & Johnson, for example,
sponsoring an event not the distributor. They have not approached the
distributors but have approached the big companies. The NATA is only looking
at national brands of consumer products. He reported that he is only looking
for official sponsors. There are three categories: official sponsors,
official suppliers and convention partners. The district is welcome to
approach anyone who sells athletic training supplies or a regional
distributor.

Q. What if we go after Pepsi Cola since we do not have a soft drink?

A. Soft drinks are open. Gatorade is not concerned with soft drinks.
They have bought exclusivity in the two categories of sports drinks and
bottled water only.

Q. What is the decision making process on deciding on corporate
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sponsors?

A. What has been done is that twenty national categories have been
listed and what will be done is that the NATA will after an entire category at
a time. For example, with rehab equipment or health and fitness equipment the
NATA would target six companies and ask them if they were interested in an
official sponsorship with the NATA. As these sponsors would come on board,
the District would be notified and asked not to accept any sponsorship in
these categories.

Q. 1Is the money going to be shared equally or are we talking about a
pro-rated share?

A. Actually both ways. Each district will get an equal share and then
a pro-rated share based on the percentage of the total membership of the NATA
that is in your district.

Q. Is is safe to say that the thrust of our marketing at the National
Office is to have corporations do our marketing now?

A. The NATA is looking to do it both ways. The Board of Directors
recently voted to do a public relations program that will probably start
within the next two months. Also, it is believed that through these
corporations there exists an opportunity to help us promote ourselves on a
level that we can not do ourselves.

Q. What determines the corporations that you go after to sponsor to
make sure we stay with reputable corporations?

A, We are not going to go after any company that comes to us. Alcohol
and prescription drug companies are out. The type of money we are looking for
will only come from major corporations. The starting figure is six figures.

Q. What was the feeling about taking on Johnson & Johnson, who has
Micatin, and then taking on Tinactin?

A. Johnson & Johnson has bought two categories, athletic training
training tape and bandages. If they were interested in the anti-fungal
category, they did not make that known to the NATA. We do not take a company
and say they have everything they make. The NATA breaks it down by brand so
that we can get more money.

Q. Are you only taking one company per category?

A. Correct.

Q. Does exclusivity only relate to district meetings?

A, Yes.

Q. What percentage of the money that a company gives goes to the
membership at the district level?

A. This year 15% and in the coming years 10%.

Q. We will not get more each year?

A. You will get more as more corporate sponsors sign on. There are 20
to 30 categories set up but the NATA does not believe that it will sell this
many. At the end of the year there will be three sponsors. The goal is to
have seven to eight sponsors. In the long term, substantial revenue should
come down to the districts.

Q. Can you tell us how much money we are talking about for each
category? How much does a company have to come up with to get exclusivity?

A. Mid-six figures, $200,000 up to a million dollars depending on the
competitiveness of the category and the length and features of the contract.

Q. What other categories are under consideration?
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A. Eye care, skin and sun care, strength and conditioning, rehab
equipment, healthy foods and so on.

Q. Are the categories decided by the Board?

A. The Board picked those. There were a number they were not
interested in such as vitamins and nutritional supplements.

Q. Can we go to J & J and ask for their support?

A. If they have, in the past, supported events then we would encourage
you to ask them if they wish to continue to sponsor those events. With new
sponsors, though, the NATA would ask you to funnel those requests for
sponsorship through the National Office.

Q. What if a competitor of Johnson & Johnson has sponsored events at
the District Meeting, would we be asked to cut that off?

A. We would ask you to not allow any competitor to sponsor events at
the District Meeting.

Q. Would the SEATA Student Trainer Meeting also be considered a part of |
this exclusivity agreement?

A. It has not been broken down that far yet. Because of this, you
would be safe in not considering it a part of the agreement.

Q. Is there a penalty, if a district does not provide exclusivity at
the District Meeting?

A. The NATA would just ask the district to abide by exclusivity
agreements. In reality there are no sanctions that can be applied.

Q. Bike has pad and clothing lines. Could we still not use them?

A. No. It is just by categories. It goes back to brand.

Q. Do you think we are going cut some of our exhibitors out? Do you
think we are going to drop some of the sponsorships like Bike as long as they
do not specifically mention tape?

A. Mr. Gallaspy: The only thing Bike has done for us is pay for some
gifts for participants. They chose not sponsor anything this year. Ken Young
sponsored our banquet this year and we can continue to ask them to do that.
The other thing that we would have to do for the exhibitors is to give J & J a
free booth at our meeting. One booth per sponsor. There is no one at our
District Meeting that would have any conflict in the years that I have been
doing it.

Q. So, potentially we are looking at losing out on eight booths or
exhibit fees?

A. Mr. David Green: I do not think that we can deny a company a booth
space.

Mr. Cunningham: We can not deny them advertising or a booth space.
We can sell a booth to Coca-Cola?

You can sell a booth to anyone you want to.

. We would lose the fees from Gatorade for their space that we could
have sold to someone else? In other words, we would have two beverages at the
meeting one, because of the contract, would not be paying and one paying.

A. Correct. It is hoped that the money the National Office is giving
the District would offset that and much more so.

Q. Could we stop participating in the program if we want to? Can we
break the contract with the NATA?

‘ A. You are actually a part of the NATA. You are District IX of the
NATA so it would be hard to break a contract with the NATA.

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Q. Can we withdraw our support?

A. You can do whatever you want. If you do not support the sponsorship
program as approved by the Board, then you need to relay that your District
Director.

Q. What is going to happen if we do not approve this?

A. I can not answer that.

Q. Where is the money from the remaining 85% and 90% of the money from
sponsorship program going and how is that helping us?

A. The practice settings each will also get 2% of the sponsorship
funds, the Research and Education Foundation will get a $75,000 grant each
year, the Hall of Fame will get $500 for each corporate sponsor and one or two
others. Approximately 60% of all the sponsorship funds will go back to the
members. The rest will go back to the national organization which is also for
membership services.

Q. Is there anything else the NATA does not want outside companies to
do?

A. The only thing we do not want them to do is sponsor. If they want
to give money to you as a charitable donation or grant, that is great but we
do not want you to say it is "sponsored by." You can say it is underwritten
or donated by.

Q. Is there something written to explain how this is run, what we
should or should not do that can be sent to us?

A. It has been in the NATA News a couple of times. The sponsorship
program is not officially in operation. It will be in October and, at that
time, more information will come available.

Q. When deciding on corporate sponsorship, is the decision based on the
history of the relationship with that sponsor or is it purely a bottom line
issue?

A. In terms of J & J and Gatorade there were a lot of other
considerations taken into account. The differences will not be that severe if
you are negotiating with companies on a category.

Q. What if your conference has a contract different from what the NATA
has?

A. The individual conferences and/or schools all have individual
contracts and that is not a concern of the NATA. All we are saying is that we
support these people as this Association and its members so if the University
of Florida has a contract with Gatorade then it does not make any difference
to us if All Sports is our sports beverage to the athletic trainers
association.

Mr. Gallaspy asked the membership to consider the program. The program
will be considered at the District Meeting next March in Atlanta.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
SITE SELECTION

Mr. R.T. Floyd reported that the 1995 SEATA Meeting will take place at

the Atlanta Marriott Gwinnett from March 24-26, 1995. The room rate will be
$69.

Mr. Floyd encouraged proposals from the state level for future meetings.
The same time frame should be considered for the 1996 meeting.

AUDIO-VISUAL

Mr. Floyd reported that the Audio-Visual Committee is considering
housing the tapes in the national office.

He reported that Media Room at the National Meeting did very well.
There was a tremendous turnout.

DISTRICT SECRETARIES COMMITTER

Mr. Kimmel reported that the District Secretaries Committee has been re-
established.

He reported that Mr. Brooks McIntyre attended the Committee Meeting and
that he asked the Secretaries to inform state associations that they should
apply for tax exempt status and that each state should file a corporate tax
return. Mr. Kimmel encouraged any state to either call Mr. MclIntyre or
himself with any questions regarding these matters.

NATA BOARD OF CERTIFICATION

Ms. Eva Clifton thanked everyone who has assisted in giving the NATA
Examination.

She encouraged all the members to continue to read the NATA News and the
BOC Updates that are distributed.

Ms. Clifton reported that issue raised at the SEATA Meeting concerning
the Role Delineation Study and Domain 2 within it had been addressed in
Dallas. Members took issue with the title of Domain 2. She reported that the
word "Evaluation" has been added to the title of Domain 2.

Ms. Clifton expressed gratitude to Mr. R.T. Floyd for the manner in
which this concern was dealt with. She reported that the concern was sent to
her and he contacted her several times as well seeking other people to support
this issue. He distributed this information to appropriate leaders within the
district. Because these steps were taken, there was little confusion and this
allowed the system to work the way it is supposed to.

Ms. Clifton announced that an electronic bulletin board has been
established. She requested that the following printed information be included
in the minutes:

"The Board of Certification has established an Electronic Bulletin Board
(EBB). This EBB provides a means of sending electronic mail, posting
questions, receiving information regarding certification and much, much more.
To use the EBB you will need the following: 1. a computer, 2. a modem, 3. a
telephone line, and 4. communication software. The system is extremely easy

to use. For those persons with Macintosh computers or PC w/Windows 3.1 you
can download our communication software Telefinder/User from EBB. For those
individuals with other computers we suggest using any standard communication
software.

"Getting started! We invite you to connect to the NATA/BOC Electronic
Bulletin Board at 914/591-7650. Please use the name 'GUEST' and password
'GUEST' to log on. Registration for users is free. For Macintosh & PC
w/Windows 3.1 users be sure to download the Telefinder/User software.

"The Electronic Bulletin Board is operating 24 hours/day, feel free to
call at anytime. Only registered users will receive full access privileges
and be able to utilize the electronic mail. The system is operating on a
Macintosh Quadra 900 with a 1.2 Gigabyte Hard Drive. There are 3 incoming
telephone lines operating on 3 Hayes Optima 144 modems. The speed of
communication for modems calling into the system can range from 300, 1200,
2400, 9600, to 14,400 bps. It is to your advantage to use the fastest baud
rate your modem allows."

On other matters, Ms. Clifton reported that the term "supervision hours"
has been revisited and that the term has been more clearly defined. She
reported that the new definition will appear in the BOC Update. Ms. Clifton
read a portion from the new definition. "Certification involves daily
personal verbal contact at the site of supervision between the athletic
training student and a certified athletic trainer who plans, develops and
evaluates the student athletic trainer's experience unless arrangements have
been made with another certified athletic trainer to provide off-site
supervision...Supervision provided by athletic trainers under the following
conditions will not be accepted by the NATA's BOC. Supervision of an athletic
trainer's employer and/or other individuals who can alter the athletic
trainers' employment status and supervision of a relative, spouse or domestic
partner." This new definition is designed to give the supervising athletic
trainer more guidance in the area of supervision.

PLACEMENT COMMITTEE

Mr. Jim Mackie expressed gratitude to all those who utilized the
Placement Service in Dallas. He reported that position vacancies were down to
200 which was about 100 less than at last year's meeting.

He reported that the Placement Committee Chair is going to the Board of
Directors to request that a Task Force be established made up of different
committee members that can relate the different issues of employment to bring
the different groups together.

The committee is looking at a possible tie-in with the Inter-Net System
and the Hotline or to utilize an 800 number system in order to make the job
announcements more accessible via the hotline.

Mr. Mackie announced that the Placement area at the SEATA Meeting will
be unscaled next year. Also, at the SEATA Student Trainer Meeting next year,
issues related particularly to graduate assistants will be addressed.
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COLLEGE_ATHLETIC TRAINERS

Mr. Chris Patrick reported that there has been some confusion about the
College Athletic Trainers' Society and the NATA sponsored University/College
Athletic Trainers' group. He reported that the two groups are trying to work
together to bring the two to one.

Mr. Patrick announced that he is going to be putting together a
subcommittee of District IX members. He called for volunteers from the
following categories: NCAA Division I-A, NCAA Division I-AA, NCAA Division I-
AAA, NCAA Division II, NCAA Division III, NAIA Division I, NAIA Division II,
the Junior College Athletic Trainer, assistant trainers, and a representative
from team physicians. He requested that anyone wishing to volunteer send a
letter of interest to either Mr. Gallaspy, Ms. Stanley, or himself.

GOVERNMENTAL AFFAIRS

Mr. Keith Webster reported that Florida has enacted legislation which
now means that every state in the district now has some form of legislation.

He expressed gratitude to Mr. Tim McClain and Mr. Ross Davis for their
efforts.

Thirty-three states nationally now have some form of regulation.

Mr. Webster reported that the Board has asked this committee to
spearhead the Association's efforts in Washington to impact the National
Health Care Reform Act. He reported that the letter writing campaign has been
put on hold at this time.

He cautioned everyone that might be changing states or if they have
students getting employed that they know the law in the state where they are
employed.

RESEARCH AND EDUCATION

Dr. Gary Wilkerson reported that the feedback from the meeting in
Atlanta were favorable overall. The committee is looking at offering
additional C.E.U.'s for the next meeting because of the new C.E.U.
requirements. They are planning to tentatively offer up to 1.5 C.E.U.'s by
adding some mini-courses and continuing to do the research and education
seminar. The central theme for the 1995 meeting will be neurological
injuries.

He requested that members submit names of speakers to be kept on file.
These names should be sent to Mr. Gary Harrelson.

HONORS AND AWARDS

Mr. May reported that pictures of award winners at the 1994 SEATA
Meeting will soon be appearing in the NATA News.

He requested that anyone with pictures from past meetings send them to
Mr. May for the 1996 SEATA Meeting.
