	TATS members have been active seeking progress in a number of areas since the January state meeting. President Nick Pappas announced that TATS would reintroduce legislation to create the formation of a Board of AT & come out from under the authority of the Board of Medical Examiners. At this date, the legislation is still pending, with widespread support, Gov. Bredesen is looking to reduce government & this legislation may have to wait again. Our lobbying firm is looking at alternative methods by which athletic trainers may have more of a voice in regulating it’s own professional interests.

The Executive Board & several respective committees have been busy with a number of practice act issues.  A number of cases related to the illegal practice of athletic training have been decided with individuals all disciplined in accordance with the statutes. There are several pending cases as well and Dan Jurek, chair of the Ethics & Compliance, asks the membership for their continued cooperation in the effort to protect our profession & credentials. Other areas of note include some good work by the PR Committee led by Kevin Wolf, whose work has continued to bring recognition of the profession (including legislators). The GAC Committee (chaired by Chris Snoddy) and David Adams, our Legislative Liaison have been actively engaged in our dealings on the Hill. In addition, there continues to be some excellent effort by Ty Butler with the Reimbursement Task Force.
