Bob Casmus distributed copies of the new CUATC award applications. We will begin accepting applications for 2010 awards on August 1. 

NATA gives a “Lifesaver Award” to members who had a part in administering life-saving CPR or AED use. It was suggested the committee ask Ellen Satlof, who oversees the award, for winners’ names for possible consideration for the CUATC Above & Beyond Award. Rachael Oats will handle this. She will also include information on previous A&B winners to help members understand the award and its purpose.

Pharmaceutical Task Force
The task force convened in June 2008. Bob Casmus represented the committee. He reported that the group completed its mission by developing a set of guidelines for usage of OTC and prescription medication in the athletic training room (available at www.nata.org). 

The task force is presenting a session entitled Medications in the Athletic Training Room this Thursday from 1:30-3:30pm. 

NATA Web Site

It was suggested the committee use the C/U Think Tank to seek member input on the Web site. 

NATA/NCAA/AFCA Pre-Season Football Conditioning Task Force

Task Force co-chair David Weir updated the group on the task force meeting held in January in Nashville. 

The task force examined the primary causes of 19 non-traumatic deaths since 2000:

· Exertional sickling


· Cardiac Arrest

· Asthma

· Heat Exhaustion

The group’s original plan was to create a statement paper or consensus statement that addresses these issues. This may be a challenge due to the conflicting opinions of the strength and conditioning coach groups represented on the task force. 

For now, the group has shelved plans for a paper and is instead focusing on developing an informational PowerPoint and a video for coaches.

Dave Weir will discuss possible NCAA funding with David Klossner.

Once the resources are completed, the group must determine how to reach strength coaches with the information. The ultimate goal is to get NCAA Compliance to mandate viewing of the video strength and football coaches.

Other ideas for sharing the video include: 

· Education Journal 

· NSCA presentation 

· AFCA presentation

· Article in the AFCA magazine

NCAA plans to have some educational resources on this topic available by August 1. 

Executive Committee for Education

Ken Knight, ECEC chair, joined the meeting. He stated that although his service as ECE chair will conclude on Friday, he would like to see the CUATC and CEC continue to collaborate on educational issues. 

The CUATC was asked to identify what they would like to see educators address in classroom learning, put in printed form and share with ECE. 

Knight also reported that Bill Pitney is taking over editorship of Journal, but Ken will remain on the board. He encouraged CUATC to submit articles to the online Education Journal. Because it’s online, it is not bound by the same space constrictions as a printed journal.

Article ideas include: 

· Areas to be emphasized in classroom

· Sudden death

· What’s missing in new grads? What skills don’t they have?

Randy Cohen volunteered to put together an article. 

Dean Crowell agreed to draft an article outlining what graduates are missing in their education. 

AMCIA

Randy Cohen reported on the status of the AMCIA Web-based resource. Damon Eason at the national office is working on the online calculator. He did not have it ready in time to share at this meeting. Oats and Cohen will work with Eason to establish a project timeline. When the resource is ready, CUATC members will participate in a webinar to go over it. 

Cohen suggested identifying a “resource group” of athletic trainers who have used document successfully so members can contact a peer for advice.

Following a short discussion, the group agreed we should change the word “coverage” in the document’s name to “care.”

101 Tips Books

NATA hopes to publish several “101 Tips” books on topics related to sports medicine and athletic training. Dean Crowell is heading this project for the CUATC. Possible topics include:

· Communication Strategies

· With coaches

· Parents

· Consultants

· Dos and Don’ts

· Staffing issues

· Interview, job hunt, hiring

The national office is in the process of developing a publishing plan. Once it is created, Oats will share it with the group. 

CAATE Update

Greg Gardner, CAATE president, joined the meeting. He explained CAATE’s role in AT education. CAATE is the keeper of standards and is responsible for setting them. It is important for CAATE to maintain its autonomy in order to be recognized as a legitimate accredited. 

Gardner went through the document CUATC prepared that outlines the group’s concerns and addressed areas of interest. 

The CAATE hopes to release its new standards just after NATA releases the new competencies. The order of release is:

1. Role Delineation 

2. Competencies

3. Standards 

He explained that it would be ideal for a CUATC member to be involved with the next revision of the Accreditation Standards. He also encouraged the group to keep a dialogue with both CAATE and the ECE. 

NATA Strategic Plan/SIT/NATA Office Changes

Rachael Oats informed the committee that the board recently tweaked the association’s Vision Statement, which is part of the strategic plan.

New: 

Foster enhanced member engagement and professional satisfaction. 

She reported that Teresa Foster Welch will be taking over as Executive Director of the Foundation when John Oliver retires in July. Oats also reported that her new title is Special Projects & Volunteer Engagement Manager.

NFL Web Site

Chair Thompson updated the group on the status of the NFL Web site project. Committee members agreed that calls from individual teams remain a problem. 

Weir and Thompson will meet with NFL on Friday to offer improvement suggestions (i.e. a complete list of athletes teams are interested in). 

The NFL cocktail reception will be held this year, but on a much smaller scale than years past. The committee discussed the event and came to the consensus that its unnecessary. It was suggested a better way to spend the money spent on the reception is through collaborative projects. 

Thompson will ask NFL if they are willing to do this in future years.

High School Injury Surveillance Outcomes Study

Kent Biggerstaff addressed the group about the recently-approved High School Injury Surveillance and Outcomes Study. NATA is putting together a steering committee to raise funds for the project. Members commit to raise either $3,000 ($1,000 now and $1,000 over each of the next two years) or a one-time gift of $2,500. 

It was suggested that the national office consider applying for stimulus package money from the government to help fund the initiative.

NCAA CSMAS Update

David Klossner reported on the recent NCAA Competitive Safeguards and Medical Aspects of Sports meeting held in June. 

The new ISS system (through Datalys) will be functional July 31.. It collects information related to all injuries (not just time-loss) and many illnesses. Consent is still the same as with the former system. 

Competitive Safeguards will continue to oversee the ISS program. Several training sessions for the new system will be held this week during convention. 

Other Issues

Helmets for Baseball Sideline Coaches should be NOCSAE approved. 

D1: Looking to extend that same Strength and conditioning coach safety training requirement in football summer period to all sports summer period. 

D3: Approved first aid and CPR for all Head Coaches effective August 1, 2009.

D2: Going to propose similar first aid and CPR certification legislation in 2010.
D1 and D2:: Sand volleyball is being considered as an emerging sport.
Emergency care planning implication: Coach can be present for volunteer workouts involving steeplechase and hurdle jumping. 

Voluntary summer conditioning: Prospective students are permitted to work out with strength and conditioning coach. 

D2: Continue to talk about compressing seasons (pre- or regular season) to encourage them to have practice when school is in session. Expect to see a position from NCAA to come out within the year.

Hardship waivers: CSMAS discussed the inconsistency among conferences and sometimes the national office. Committee is reviewing the pros and cons of removing the waivers. The CUATC favored the review and noted challenges with the current system.  If you have comments to share, please send them to Klossner or the CSMAS chair.  
Wrestling: Eliminated section 2 weight certification for first-year wrestlers. Emphasized in a new educational video available to all athletic trainers can and should report weight management violations in a timely manner.
Sports Medicine Handbook: New additions for this year include cold stress national weather service and NATA consensus document guidelines, nutrition and performance guidelines, updated dietary supplements and alcohol, tobacco and other drugs policies. 

The banned drug class list is posted online at NCAA.org.

Moving toward 24-hour drug testing notification (to institution). 

Looking for feedback from different groups (i.e. CUATC, groups of athletic trainers) to help gauge how policies are being received. Hope to have an online tool allowing athletic trainers to comment prior to CSMAS meeting.

Datalys Update

Jill Corlette offered an update on the conversion of the ISS from an in-house system to one supported by Datalys.

Nextt Solutions has been approved as a vendor. They are at the meeting in the exhibit hall booth 15108.

They are also getting requests from several other major vendors.

The free Datalys Injury Surveillance Tool is in beta testing mode now. The move to this completely Web-based platform is in the works and should be completed by the end of July. Users will have the ability to input rosters (athletic trainers can see athlete’s names, but others can’t.) for all NCAA Championships sports, a calendar, injury record and print for the individuals record.
Downstream Revenue

John Davis added to the COR discussion from this morning. He suggested applying AMCIA document to determine the value of athletic trainers. 

He will keep the committee apprised on any further discussion related to this project. 

Step Up Program

Randy Cohen introduced the Step Up program, an initiative spearheaded by the life skills director at Arizona. This bystander intervention program:

1. Gives people the tools to recognize a situation where a bad outcome can occur

2. Provides tools and understanding of how to intervene (before something bad happens)

3. Helps increase the student’s comfort level to intervene to protect friends and classmates

This full-service program addresses many areas relevant to student athletes – drugs, date rape, alcohol, gambling, etc. Program feedback has been outstanding.

Train the Trainer is a 75-minute Webinar to teach individuals to administer the program.  

Think Tanks

Steve Nordwall took over the Think Tank moderator responsibilities as of today. 

Member Issues

Committee members reported on issues brought to them by constituents:

· Quality of Life – is this something the committee wants to address?

· Summer workload situation for support staff is getting out of control.

· Catastrophic insurance issues.

NCAA is hosting two sessions on life balance at its January meeting. 

ATEAM Letters
Only 10% of members have sent letters supporting AT legislation (HR 1137). Members were encouraged to ask their district college/university members to send a letter. 

Adjournment
