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Call to Order

CUATC Chair Charlie Thompson called the meeting to order at 11:00am CST. He welcomed the group to its first web conference and thanked them for their attendance.
2010 Specialty Session Update

Nancy Smith reported that the CUATC educational session topic for 2010 – mental health issues – was approved. The timeslot will be determined by the Convention Program Committee in November. Presenters for the session will be Mike Goforth, Randy Cohen and Scott Goldman. 

Cohen sent the group a tentative agenda outlining discussion topics. Some of the information will need to be trimmed in order to fit into the allotted timeframe. Chair Thompson asked members to review the information and be prepared to offer program suggestions on the January call. The group will then decide which topics will be covered in a handout that will be provided as a take-away at the session. 

Areas the committee wants to emphasize in the presentation:

1. DOs and DON’Ts when dealing with student-athletes in acute psychological stress 

2. Approaches to relationship building with mental health professionals so they are comfortable talking to the athletic trainer about student-athlete patients. (Confidentiality issue) 

3. Strategies to enhance psychological services with limited or no financial resources.

CUATC Awards Update

Bob Casmus reported 5 nominations for CUATC awards have been received. He encouraged committee members to submit nominations and help promote the awards program in their state/district newsletters. The Young Professionals Committee will also be asked to publicize the award. 

The deadline for nominations is March 1, 2010. 

AFCA/NATA Summit Update

David Weir provided an update on the Pre-Season Conditioning in Football Task Force. Related to this effort, the NCAA is creating a short video on sickle cell trait in athletics. David Weir is working with David Klossner on the project. Any committee member interested in reviewing the video/script is encouraged to send his/her name to Weir, who will forward it to Klossner. 

Weir has been 15-20 minutes to share the completed video at the AFCA convention in January. The presentation will be embedded in one of the early events (with a high profile speaker), so attendance should be good. Weir will provide background and an introduction, then show the video. If time permits, related pre-season conditioning topics will be addressed. 
Weir would like to present the video at other conferences such as NSCA. He will look into the feasibility of this and will explore other potential venues. 
AMCIA Online Resource

Randy demonstrated the new AMCIA online resource for the group. 

The committee’s next step is to develop:

· Useful Links list

· How Tos that explain how to bring this information to administration
· Strategies (remove travel and recalculate, remove duties – drug testing/insurance/etc. – and recalculate)

· FAQs 
· Mentor List (people who have used AMCIA and are willing to offer personal advice)

The group discussed administrative tasks related to their positions. These duties take up a significant amount of time for many. Examples of jobs that fall outside direct care include drug testing (NCAA/institutional), meals, travel, budgeting, overseeing weight room, insurance, etc. 

It’s important for the online tool to provide strategies for estimating the time spent on administrative duties and managing multiple facilities. An explanation will be included on the tools landing page and in the FAQs. 

Cohen and Pietrok will work with NATA IT Manager Damon Eason to complete the tool. 
CUATC/YPC Survey

Demands on ATs are greater than ever. The CUATC/YPC survey is aimed at gauging the job quality of athletic trainers employed in a college or university setting. Kim Detwiler, YPC chair, will use the survey data for a research paper. The CUATC will use it in a presentation to the NCAA to make them aware of the increasing demands places on the collegiate AT. 
The survey has received 777 responses to date. It will remain online until 10/30. 

CATS

Chair Thompson is working with CATS to help bridge the gap between the CUATC and CATS. With Scott Anderson as the new CATS president, Thompson is confident both groups can work together toward shared goals. He will keep the committee posted on his progress.

NFL Web site

Several college/university ATs have been working with the NFL on its web site update and providing feedback on related issues, like recruiter calls in the spring. Athletic trainers provided 4-5 pages of suggestions and anticipate having additional suggestions as the site is used more frequently. 

One update already in the works is the transition of the site to a third party system (outside NFL office), which should eliminate some problems previously reported. 
101 Tips Books

Dean Crowell reported that the national office has asked the committee to proceed with its initial 101 Tips book. The committee was asked to come up with a topic and assign writers for tips. When published, the book will cost approximately $19.95. 

Two ideas mentioned were 101 Communication Strategies & Administrative Issues and 101 Things Every New Athletic Trainer Should Know.
Thompson suggested that a book outlining things young ATs need to know when they come out of school would be a great topic. Professors could be encouraged to make the publication required reading for their students. 
John Davis and Terry Noonan will assist Crowell with this project. 

NCAA Medical Hardship Waiver

Dave Klossner reported that the NCAA Competitive Safeguards and Medical Aspects of Sports committee meets December 13-15. A key agenda item will be the medical hardship waiver process. Klossner asked the committee to share specific challenges with the process and/or inconsistencies with him or Deb Runkle (drrunkle@dbq.edu) prior to the meeting. 

Suggestions mentioned on the call include:

· Removal of waivers

· Increased education on the process at conferences
· NCAA taking over the process from conferences
The College/University Athletic Trainers’ Committee:

Recommends the system needs to be evaluated because we feel there is undue pressure on AT to do medical red shirts and hardships. No fairness across conferences/ institutions. 

Option to correct problem is to eliminate medical hardship waivers. Allow athlete to compete in 30% of season (excluding championship events) at any point during the year and still be able to redshirt. This would allow a student-athlete who has a significant injury early in the year to redshirt. This would also allow a SA to redshirt if the team has multiple injuries in a season and the athlete had to play at the end of the year.  
Related

Eighty schools are currently inputting data into injury surveillance system. The third version of the software is working well. Additional vendors are slated to become certified in next 6 months. 

CUATC Revenue Model

Kenny Boyd reported on status of getting a work group together to develop a CUATC revenue model that assigns value to services beyond billable hours. It will provide a global view of responsibilities to allow for division-specific information. 
Seven project team members have been assigned to take on this task. Boyd will present a proposal to the Board in the next couple of months. He is in the process of conducting research to see what information that is already out there and how it can be utilized. He will continue to update the group on his progress.  

SDSU Letter Writing Campaign

San Diego State University alum Kim Detwiler (YPC chair) launched a letter writing campaign to save San Diego State University’s ATEP, which is in danger of being cut for budgetary reasons. CUATC members were asked to write a letter asking the university deans to save program. Oats will send addresses and sample letter to the group. This task is completely voluntary. 

John Davis brought up the point that the BOC and many others feel number of accredited programs has jumped dramatically and there are too many programs. Program cuts will likely be more frequent. Recently cut programs include:

· Northeastern

· University of Hawaii

· Wyoming

Thompson, Detwiler and Oats will discuss this issue and determine if it needs to be addressed on a larger scale.
