University of Georgia Graduate Assistant ATCs Save Life

David Chandler and Rachel Zgrabic, 1st Year Graduate Assistant ATCs at the University of Georgia, happened upon a collapsed UGA employee while driving to class. Bystanders were already administering CPR when they arrived on the scene. Zgrabic had an AED in her car because her team had an off campus conditioning workout. Chandler and Zgrabic took over CPR and applied the AED, administered a shock, and successfully revived the man.  He was transported to the hospital and survived. He underwent surgery and received an implanted defibrillator. He has already been released from the hospital and is doing well.  The ER physicians credited them with saving the man’s life. Chandler is a graduate of Xavier University, and Zgrabic is a LSU graduate. The University of Georgia is extremely proud of the outstanding efforts of these two individuals, as is the Xavier and LSU Athletic Training Programs.  This further demonstrates the need for early access to AEDs, and the critical importance of CPR education and training.
